of inspiration.

On Risk Taking as a Tool for Growth: As I mature as an artist, I’m more inclined 
to take risks with my work, designing one-of-a-kind pieces that don’t necessarily fit 
a particular genre, but that are exciting and pleasing and allow me to enjoy the full 
process of design and construction.
